feel, and it's usually a precursor to trans-

The extreme pressures and tempera-
fures generated by modern vehicles
increase stress on gear lubricants and
can lead o a senous condition Known
as thermal runaway.

Studies reveal most differential wear
occurs in the first 5,000 miles of opera-
tion. Because differentials go through
a break-in period and are not
equipped with filters
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like transmissions and engines, the
factory-fill differential gear lube must

be changead rather quickly in order to
drain the break-in wear particles. In fact,
some ariginal equipment manufacturers
(OEMs) require the factory-fill differential
gear lube be changed within the first
3.000 miles, or the first 500 miles if tow-
ing. Break-in wear particles allowed to
remain in the differential mesh between
the gears and cause gear or bearing
wear of failure. Changing the factory-fill
differential gear lube at the OEM recom-
mendation, then switching 1o AMSOIL
